During the second wave, the country was undergoing a severe shortage of medical oxygen to treat the COVID-19 positive patients.
According toindustry figures, the pre-COVID demand for Liquid Medical Oxygen (LM0O) was 700 tonne per day (TPD) across the country.
The peak requirement went up to 3,095 TPD during the first wave, while it shot up to 9,000 TPD in the second.
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At this critical point in time, we, at MSPL Gases
Limited, decided to rise to the occasion.
